In thsioan, she was
shown a ‘narrow’ doorway in which our Blessed Matlveas
standing, holding the baby Jesus. A short timer,laeseries of
seemingly independent happenings came togetherelip this
project to begin.

A Romanian lady who
lived in Canada had painted an icon of Mary holdiegus and was inspired, without knowing
about Vassula’s vision, to offer it to her. Whens%ala received the icon, she was astonished to
recognise in the icon the same image of Mary asdslas in her vision. It is this icon which can be
seen on this page.

Vassula also had a thought, perhaps inspired biithe Spirit, that after Jesus’ birth in the stable

the Holy Family needed a place to stay. The meapointhe vision of Jesus and Mary in the

doorway could be that this had been their homerbédfeey fled into Egypt. Mary’s appearance and
the inspiration to feed the hungry might well cofmem Our Lady’s desire to return the charity

extended to the Holy Family when they were givegltehn after leaving the manger.

Now many ‘Beth Myriams’ have opened around the darlseveral countries. The main thing that
the people will be served in these Beth Myriamd lael Love... the Love of Our Lord Jesus Christ
as we endeavour to serve Him by serving one anatloert also a warm dinner and sometimes
clothing, sometimes medical treatment and sometsoksoling. Not all are called to work in these
projects, but Jesus does teach us to be generduowni love in other ways. On May 23, 1986,
Vassula’'s Angel, Daniel, said to her: “collect mgrand give it to the poor needy souls; ... be
generous.”

To the question “Who is giving this food?”, Vassulaspired, tells helpers to reply: “Jesus and
Mary, His Mother, are giving you this food!”



Argentina

Beth Myriam Mendoza: This Beth Myriam, the first ir

September 2007, welcoming close to 400 poor pedgily, from Monday to Friday. 800 bowls of
nutritious soup and bread are served to the poanynare thankful to take soup home for their
children and sick members of their family.

Catholic and Protestant BM Volunteers work togethieankful to serve the Lord and their poor
brothers and sisters of the Villa Nossa Senhor&adeana community. A TLIG Prayer Group has
been formed within the BM, 12-15 people come to/peggularly on Thursday mornings.

Beth Myriam Brasilia: This Beth Myriam is located 40 kms. from downto®rasilia, Brazil's
capital city, in the neighbourhood of Recanto dazak Ma.

TLIG volunteers teach them to readvaite, and free medical care is offered by
volunteer medical doctors, including a member ofl@LGuatire. Lately, Yocoima and her
companions have been helping some children andgyadnlts get examined for the HIV virus,
accompanying them to doctors' consultations, anérong their expenses. Some have been tested
positive, the TLIG volunteers pray with these cteld giving them hope and helping them put
their trust in the Lord.
This Beth Myriam is celebrating its 4th anniversary March 18, this year. The caregivers and
poor ones who come to share a meal are eagerlyngpd@&rward to a feast of prayer, love, and
blessings. They thank Our Lord and Our Blessed kfotbr the kindness and generosity they are
given.

Caracas, the capital of Venezuela, this Beth Myriaas beer
active for many years now, and is supported byTihe Life in

Many of the people vdamne to be helped are elderly beggars who
live in the streets, turning to Our Lady’s House tlee only decent food they eat, and for the only
health care they can get. The TLIG volunteers thieen to hospital when they are in need of
medical help.

Beth Myriam San Cristébal: This Beth Myriam is situated far from the capi@hracas, and is
geographically located close to the border withoGdia. It was started 3 yrs. ago and helps
mostly elderly poor people. Rosario de Mexeira,BiM: responsible, is a 65 yr. old widow who is
full of love for God. She has been a TLIG readeradong time and has made her way to attend all
5 of Vassula’s meetings in Caracas.

With the help of TLIG volunteers, 25 full meals a®rved every Monday and Wednesday. They
shelter 5-10 poor and homeless people, some stéyingst one day, and others for up to a week.
They gather and recycle used clothing which ar&ridiged to the needy in the cold mountainous
areas and also to those in warmer zones.

Introduction

First and foremost, | thank our Lord for this spial gathering, because it is a grace given by God
for all of us, giving us opportunities to expandgHiingdom, bringing us closer into reconciliation.
So any delicacy from our part to restore the tottehouse of Christ touches the Lord profoundly.
Any step towards a spiritual unity and all heavejoices! Any prayer offered for the restoration of
Christ’s Body, and the Father's wrath diminisheayAyathering in His Holy Name for unity and
His blessings are poured out on those sharing timestings. For this | give glory to God who ne-
ver fails us.

In this hour | would like to share with you an wdiuction of the role of a lay person in the Church
and then three themes. The first theme isnetanoia, fruit of humility that leads to reconation
and unity the second one is aboutr sin of divisionand the third one is otne role of the Holy
Spirit in leading us to unity

When | received this invitation to speak about emneenical spirituality | was reluctant to put into
words my particular experience with God. | do natedto formulate a classified “spirituality” out
of my own intimate “conversations with Christ”. Rat, | will leave the freedom of God who lifted
the prophets and who spoke and revealed Himfgelmany and various ways'(Heb 1,1) to
convey again His message through a weak hand, aareoh Christ’'s Body. In this sense, what
follows is a different kind of testimony of the ntigsl tradition of the Church. Therefore, what you
will hear in this hour is not an academic theoladgcourse, simply because | am not a theologian,
but rather a lived example of a lay withess toymnihen called by God for His service.

I, myself come from the Greek Orthodox Church. uw book for the doctrine of the Orthodox
Church, book I, published in 1997 by Mr. Trembetasp. 79, it reads: “Revelations are defined as
an act taken by God by which He notifies His reabds creatures about the mysteries of His exis-
tence, nature and will, according to their limitatellectual capacity...” etc. It will be worth rea-
ding p. 78 where it describes the necessity of Bodself guiding His people. There are many
more references on the role of the laity in ouh@diox Church, but limited time prevents us to stu-
dy them in detail here.



It is known as well that the second Vatican Couhas underlined how important it is that the laity
contributes to spreading the Good News throughvéiimus gifts God bestows upon His Church.
In Lumen Gentiumthe Council clearly states that the laity papi@ates in the prophetic office of
Christ. Christ fulfils this prophetic office, nohly by the hierarchy but also by the laity. He aeco
dingly both establishes them as witnesses and geevihem with the sense of the faith and the
grace of the wordLG 35) Every lay-person has a part to play in this sEnaf the Gospel accor-
ding to the charism God has given him and throbgise gifts given to him, is at once the witness
and the living instrument of the mission of the @ffitself,“according to the measure of Christ’s
bestowal” (Eph 4,7). It is obvious then from what the chusclassess, that the laity have a very
important role to play in the world and that theutdms the Holy Spirit bestows upon His people
always are for the service of the community andtierbenefit of the Church.

From the very beginning of this call, our Lord lmage approached me with royal prodigality, ad-
dressing me in poetry since religion and virtueendis sweet converse during these last sixteen
years with me.

This work of the Holy Spirit is printed in elevenlumes and translated in 40 languagés these
spiritual writings we see how God is giving us ofipoities to be perfect and be able to reach
deification through His divinity and become god’yg jparticipation. The fruits of this work are
numerous, because they too are coming from the aoddevery good thing comes from the Lord.
It is worthwhile mentioning one of them. Today aller the world exist more than a thousand
ecumenical prayer groups that were formed throhgkéd inspired writings by the name“®fue

life in God”. These ecumenical prayer groups consist of diftetkarch denominations that gather
together to pray for unity and reconciliation oktkhurches. From these groups, nine charity
houses have opened to feed the poor and the nEleey.are calle®eth Myriamthat meanglouse

of Mary. There will be others that will open by the gra€€od, in the near future and will become
active as well.

Through God’s grace | have been invited in sixtyrdoes so far, to testify the great works of the
Lord. This was done in more than 700 meetings, ém& Catholics, Orthodox and to various
other churches. | could not refuse either to addieeg” other brothers and sisters who are not
Christians. Our Lord opened as well a door forrba-Christians, and so | was called to address
the Jews, as well as the Hindus, Muslims and Buisihwho, after addressing them the Word of
God, found their freedom and reconciled with thente God, asking for the sacrament of baptism.
For Christ had prayed to the Father for this and: sapray not only for these but also for those
who through their teaching will come to believeMe.” (Jn 17, 20)

In March 2000, the Lord permitted us to gather is birthplace, Bethlehem. 450 people came
from far and wide; yes, from more than 55 countrée®l from 12 different churches to an
international meeting of prayer for peace and uiMig gathered as one single family. With us we
had 75 clergy also from 12 different churches tdaahe, but also other clergy from the Holy Land,
who, hearing of this prayer meeting joined us aB. wWais ecumenical event was co-ordinated by
some Jews and Palestinians who were touched binspged writings of‘True Life in God".
They believed in the redemption of Christ and o$ Having plan in our days and volunteered to
organize this meeting.

When one knows how in our days, Palestinians amgs Jge fighting against each other, their
reconciliation is a sign of the power of the Holgir8 who joined those two nations to work for a
meeting for peace between the divided Christiars.Sariptures say:Peacemakers, when they
work for peace, sow the seeds which will bear firutholiness”(Jm 3, 18). This is a lesson for all
of us.

To watch all these clergy wearing different vesttagyet all Christians, one beside the other,
smiling, sharing, and making no difference at atween them, participating in prayers and
Liturgies, was obviously a triumph for our Lord. Wieed and had a foretaste of what unity will be
like one day between Christians and we give glayyGod. Before the speeches and the
introductions, we had all the clergy lined up tofpen a procession. It was awesome. Some were
holding icons, others statues of the Sacred Healtaastatue of the Virgin Mary; actually the
Madonna was held by a Lutheran pastor and he waspreud of it. Others had incense, others
had candles, Greek Orthodox clergy wearing roumed thecks rosaries that have been exchanged
with their crosses anBanayiaswith the Roman Catholic clergies’ rosaries andytak marched
with a Byzantine hymn chanting tikgrie eleisson

We had speeches given to us from clergy of diffeodirches on unity. Their speech resounded
like they came from one voice and one mind. We ex@ribe great desire of all of us being one,
during their talks. Even there was a touching mdameéren several clergy from different churches
were on the podium and one Roman Catholic pridisbfehis knees and went around kissing the
feet of all the other clergy, asking to be forgiv#viith this spontaneous act of humility, a Coptic
priest touched to tears, did the same thing andlecadown to kiss the feet of his brothers in
Christ. We saw and we watched the thirst of thy land the clergy, they have for unity. But we
sensed at the same time the great wounds ourahvgs produced on the Mystical Body of Christ
and this is the reason we felt so joyful and caesddd experience these sincere acts of humility and
reconciliation. Had it been an official meeting dratl we been officials of the Church and had we
the power and authority, we would have performeiyumght there and then declaring it to the
world.

The majority of us are tired of this division, basa it is not according to our law of love. Chisst
even more tired of seeing us divided. The cheetisaaclamations of joy of all these nations who
were bonded together, appealing for a completey @mtong Christians exposed that this division
is not only a sin but a crime as wellet, | tell you that the biggest crime of all ish@ve the dates
of Easter separatedHow good it will be when we all cry out togethéChristos Anesti” in one
voice all in one day. We all sayThy Will be done on earth as it is in heaven.Well then, what

is holding the officials of the Church back to dhe tWill of God and declare their reconciliation if
already the laity and priests around the worldliateg a unity? Unity began yesterday... we saw
it... we lived it...we rejoiced in it, and we want & anuch as the Holy Spirit wants it. Jesus Christ
united us together by His Blood, so how can ong/dleis unity?‘He is the peace between us, and



has made the Gentile and the Jew into one and brdkevn the barrier which used to keep them
apart, actual destroying in His own person the Hibgtcaused by the rules and decrees of the
Law” (Ep 2, 14-15). How can we say “no” to God, if Hentgaus to unite? Could it be because our
hearts have hardened? Have we forgotten the HdlyeFa words when He saifThe elements
that unite us are far greater than those that divics™? So we should take up those elements and
use them to smoothen up the way to a complete.unity

The graces we received in those days in the HolydLaere innumerable. A Greek Orthodox
Archimandrite from the Patriarchate of Jerusalemvirng heard we were there, called all 450
people and invited all of us to the Holy SepulcBteurch and another day to Mount Tabor to be
present in the Liturgies and even to partake tleespnctified gifts if we wished and believed in the
Holy Presence of Jesus in this Holy Communion.

There were so many moments of joy to see Orthototherans, Catholics, Anglicans, Baptists
etc. praying together the rosary, all near eaclerodnd not withdrawn because this prayer
supposedly is prayed only by the Roman Catholicstl@ contrary, we made no differences. The
prayer of the Rosary linked us together, and th®osad Blessed Sacrament for adoration, even
more, for in front of our Lord we kneeled and felthis oneness that we were indeed the sons and
the daughters of the Most High becaeseryone was moved by the SpjRim 8, 14), and like
children belonging to one family, together, sidedige we were one and not one against the other,
for the spirit of differentiation was not among arsymore. In these moments we realized tat
were living by grace and not by lafRm 6, 14). Our hearts were bound together andhinsCs
presence we felt truly united in the spirit and3ad’s love. Indeed, in these moments we had one
mind and one heart all united in Christ’'s Hearttelcaon, all the clergy said that when they will go
back home, they will continue to promote this gpal unity and will testify to their brothers what
they lived and what they had seen so that theydjmace in one Lord.

From what we gathered during our pilgrimage of ymt the Holy Land, we sensed that prayers

were more powerful than our speeches and dialogaeause hardly did we open our mouths to

pray together, and our prayers were already haaddvere answered. Just as the Holy Father back
in October 1986 invited to Assisi representativethe great world religions to pray for peace, one

beside the other, we should follow that line andnpote many more of these encounters of inter-

religious dialogue in the future.

And now finally after this introduction | will gmto my first theme, which is on metarfoia

us to reconciliation and unity

We, the people of the churches, must realize tleatare living in a constant sin, the sin of our
division. “Every kingdom divided against itself is laid waséad no city or house divided against
itself will stand” (Mt.12, 25). Even if this division did not come @ltly from us but from our
forefathers, still, we are keeping it alive so lamywe remain divided. We cannot say that God is
pleased when the shepherds are still separateccaWret deign to talk about unity without going
through ametanoiaand put into practice the two greatest commandsnehiGod. It will be as
though we want to construct a house without laylogn first its foundations. The foundations of
unity should be humility and divine love and thengersion of our hearts. For how could we

believe that we could reach unity if we do not repend live fully the two greatest commandments
that are based on the law of love? The seeds @&y wauld be constantly sown in an arid and
infertile land and no seedlings will sprout in tisairt of aridity, which represents the hardness of
our heart. We have to sit down and ask ourseha® We maybe looking upon unity according to
our own mind, and this is why perhaps we are séifjarated, or are we seeking it as the Spirit of
God wants it, but we do not agree to it?”

This is why, with the fear of the Lord in mind knimg that God knows what we really are, a true
metanoiais the first and major step that is required stogwovide us the necessary light to lead us
all into a spiritual unity. Thignetanoiathat is necessary is a colossal power in itsedt thill
transfigure us and will be fruitful. So let us behrin poverty, just like the priest who fell onshi
knees, weeping and kissing the feet of his brotlhetenging to the other churches asking for
forgiveness, in this same manner let us repenamility.

We have to knock down the old bricks inside ourrtseabricks of intolerance, pride, lack of
forgiveness, unfaithfulness, disunion, lack of lo@md reconstruct Christ's Church inside our
hearts by acknowledging each other in our healisyimg God to be more in us to bring us His
peace. There has to bekenosid given to God from a deeperetanoia so that God will fill us
lavishly with Himself, then we will béacceptable as an offering, and made holy by thdyHo
Spirit” (Rm 15, 16). As we know, God is ceaselessly gihigself to us to maintain our soul
alive, but after oumetanoiaGod will manifest Himself to us in power and gradeile He will be
expressing His heart’s desires, showing us howstthe key to unity. Anetanoiawill not only
lead us into a conversion of the heart but a todasfiguration will take place, becausetanoiais

the gate that leads souls from darkness into ligherefore, to this day we cannot say we are
walking in the light since we are still divided afidgmented; if we have not entered the light, how
are we to see God'’s divine Will to progress intatyuand to know in which way He desires it?
How are we to feel our way and where we are walkinge are still in the dark? If we do not
hurry, that little flickering flame that remains us will become extinguished. We need to hurry
and put aside all our prejudices and draw oil mdtéom the reserves of humility and love to
enliven this flickering flame into a living torch.

But then each church should be willing to die soego and to its rigidity and then through this act
of humility, Christ’s presence will be shining ineim. Each church has to go through an unceasing
repentance and cleave itself on Christ joining is ldve of mankind. With this act of humility, the
churches’ past and present failures will be washedy and unity will be accomplished. Once we
lower our voice we will begin to hear Christ’'s vei®Only when we lower our heads will we allow
Christ’'s head to be seen and not ours, only whetower ourselves entirely, will Christ be able to
lift us to see His glory. It is writter'Humble yourselves before the Lord, and He wilt {bu
up” (Jm 4, 10). Then, and only then, we will be ablektmw God’s divine Will, for he will
demonstrate His power after having brought us tgghg and His holy presence will flow through
the desert of our soul like a river, healing usehwhen our health is restored, our soul will
prohibit us from falling back and absorbing the aenwe were absorbing in our pathetic division.
We will only have one desire and that is to thimt the pure vivifying liquid that gives life.
Moreover, this pure limpid liquid, not only will hieal us but we will also overflow in mercy and
love. Having thus given the Holy Spirit a free @agsin us, He will easily invade us lavishing us
with His light as well, giving us a total metamoggis, transfiguring us into a heaven.

The Lord permitted me once to hear Him say thesalsvtif you allow My Holy Spirit to invade

reach unity we must go through a transfiguratiod sm long as we have not achieved sharing one
Cup around one altar it proves that this transégan has not yet taken place within us since we
are still living fragmented. So let us go througimatanoiato allow this transfiguration to take
place by the Holy Spirit. Without this transfiguoat we will be incapable of penetrating into the
depths of God to see God and understand Him. Tikignvof the Godhead will undoubtedly draw
our hearts into one. In the experience of the migibGod, our soul as well will realize how much
we were offending Him in our division. This will bi&e an act of purification or a minor judgment
but the beginning of our new life in the one Christ

In this transfiguration we will discover that altigh we would still be among men, our mind will
be in heaven; and although our bodies will be mgpamong men, our soul and mind, captured in
the divine Will, filled with the nobility of God’$sight, will be as an angel’s walking in the couofs
heaven among the saints and angels, becoming otiensth the Divine.

The Church needs to be consolidated and unityeioiity hope of consolidating the Church. As it
is now, the Church is losing its brightness inwtsakness to the point that it cannot even stand up
and draw by itself the oil and the healing ointmieai the Source of Life that is the Holy Spirit.
In its fear of losing its treasures but mainlyidentity, and | would say, especially our Orthodox
Church, it not only barricades its windows, but emlsure that its doors are carefully locked as
well, not realizing that its interior has collectesbuld. Out of its fear, it prohibits grace to flow

it that can lead it fearlessly into unity and recbation. Someone who acts out of fear and makes
sure that windows and doors are carefully barredissally afraid of being burgled of their
valuables. But it is not only the Orthodox Churtie other churches as well behave in this way
too. Why are they fearing and isolating themselw®/ do some barricade their doors still? Has
Christ not reconciled Gentile and Jew and put thervorship together one Christ? Has Christ not
ripped open the veil in two, which separated God aman, reconciling the creature and the
Creator?

This supplication of Christ to the
Father for us to be so unified clearly intonatedt tthe entire creation will be affected into a
spiritual unity and not a unity by a signed tred®wut such a spiritual unity that the whole creation



gets affected cannot be made without the Spirt@fl endowing His power to mankind. The Holy
Spirit then must raise new apostles to go and ealemegthe world and draw the whole world’s
faith in Christ. Considering our remaining divisjonwould say that the Church has shown its
weakness in this respect.

Still, in spite of our wretchedness, the Holy Spofigrace will not stop there because of our human
failures, ambitions and our incapacity to reduceselyes and reconcile to attain unity. Christ’s
love of mankind compels Him in our days to bendrfrthe heights all the way to us with His

precious Blood to conceal these imperfections. Hody Spirit knows of our weaknesses and

failures, so one cannot say that the Holy Spiopped pouring out His graces; he is out there,
making a lot of noise so that in the end even &af @ho barricaded themselves will hear Him and
finally open the doors of their hearts; and thdsa twvere dead will come to life.

God is asking from us a change from within. Theoeil be some who would say: “But we always
kept the law of the Church and obeyed it...” It i4 Boough to keep the law of the Church and
obey it. Our rigidity is condemning us. A lot ofrtes we talk of the law but we do not carry it in
our heart. The heart of the law is love; but so yrtanes we live the letter of the law but neglext t
live the heart of the law. We are often neglectimg weightier matters of the law, which are love,
mercy and good faith.

We should be willing to pray more together becapsgyers are heard and answered whereas
dialogues are just spoken words and formulas. @bas not mean that we should eliminate our
conferences and discussions, as | mentioned befotegt all. But what is more important for us,
the letter, or the Spirit? If we say, the lettérart we will work like administrators when dealing
with God'’s affairs and we will not be justified neill we ever achieve anything, because it will be
like saying to the Spirit, “Il am not a child anyger and | can walk by myself”. The letter thusl wil
kill the Spirit and we will become truly administoas shifting papers only and leaving every
meeting empty-hearted.

So what is more important, the law or the Spirit®é say the law then already we will be judging
our brother sitting near us belonging to the otttarrch, while he will be already judging us and
we will hear from each one of usiVeare in the full truth and/e are the ones who are right”. And
again we will be fragmenting Christ and again wdl w&chieve nothing. If we start with the
doctrine and its contents, there again we will Bpgerhaps even more separated and fragmented,
never reaching the essential. | do not mean by that we should violate the doctrine since the
doctrine is the very existence of the Church.

Although we know that there is an ontological ablgssween the Holy Spirit and us, it can be
removed by the Holy Spirit and he can reach utwsus that the real Christian is the one who is
inwardly a Christian, and the real spiritual urigyand will be in the heart. Unity will not be dfet
letter but of the Spirit.

Indeed, regardless of how much we expect from thr¢h, regardless of how we see its failures
but triumphs as well, regardless of the Cross dafiyune place on her shoulders, in the end, we
know out of experience that this Cross will be ieariby the pure in heart. If we are to decide now
for unity, then we must open our hearts and recthivee souls that are gifted by the Holy Spirit.
When we will finally trust the poor in spirit whaeawilling to carry the Cross of unity on their

shoulders, then we will have a completely operdfielwhich we could begin to sow the seeds of a
true Christian unity that will convert the world dafragrance it. The churches should allow the
Holy Spirit who is the inner source of Christianitynto renew and fragrance them first, then in
their turn they will fragrance nation after natidsrjnging them all to be one in the Truth, thus
perfuming the Mystical Body of Christ. So the cthes, especially our Orthodox Church, should
be careful not to extinguish the Spirit and persethe variety of gifts he distributes for the well

being of the Church, but allow His flame to purdyd enliven the interior of the Church to



progress it into a spiritual unity.

Vassula Ryden may not exactly have become a holtseame but she is a
spiritual celebrity enough for Christians acrosarches and denominations
to listen to her and want to seriously follow theud Life in God spiritual
path revealed by the Lord through her. She hasedi¥delhi at least thrice
since 1999 to talk to bishops and pastors, catl@ilieday congregations
and ecumenical gatherings about the True Life id @essages.

Since she claims to receive these revelations fémd directly she is an
enigma both to the Greek Orthodox Church to whioh Iselongs and to
the Roman Catholic Church towards which she stygorighds in her
divinely-inspired vocation to promote the unitytbé One, Holy, Catholic
and Apostolic Church under the pastoral authoritthe Chair of Peter i.e.
the Bishop of Rome or Pope of the Universal Church.

It was in November 1985 when Vassula was livingBangladesh with her

husband (a Swedish international development expaad two sons that she began to receive the
True Life in God messages from each person of thlg Hrinity and also from the Blessed Virgin
Mary. From 1955 Vassula has not been a church-gberdid not know any catechism, leave alone
theology; she had hardly any acquaintance with Bii#e. In fact she was a pleasure-loving
worldly woman who loved to play tennis, swim, mqd&cialize in clubs, paint and play host to
her husbands businessmen friends. It was in suahg& circumstances that the call of God came
to her to leave her unspiritual path and be a prophTrue Life in God.

She received Gods revelations in an extraordinay her hand being taken over to write these
messages. The handwriting in which these messagesvatten is big, vertical and clearly
distinguishable from her normal pattern of writidg:cording to the graphological interpretation of
her manuscripts her handwriting displays an exthiaary telluric force. The writer is filled with a
force that goes beyond her normal self with invesiower. She is an intermediary, like a centre of
transmission and amplification (cf. A Divine Brid@lall, p. 6). Graphologists would call such
handwriting hieratic . The messages dating from5198 until March 2003 and contained in 107
ordinary notebooks are now published in 12 volutite=] True Life In God. More will follow.

The messages are God s gifts of spiritual healowg and mercy directed to all . Vassula, who has
been given this particular spiritual charism, idlethto become an ardent witness of Christ,
carrying the Cross to the four corners of the se@aéd world. She is called to be an instrument of
divine providence and an echo of God s Word, cosipasreconciliation and peace together with
many other disciples to whom the Lord has also mgisinilar vocation, although in a different
way. In spite of her spiritual sublimity, Vassulanrains a very ordinary, humble, affectionate,
simple, down to earth Christian who is a housewaifd a mother.



As testified by many theologians the messages areamew revelation but a reminder of the
Gospel of Christ. The basic vocation of Vassulishare the Good news through proclamation in
communities and assemblies of prayer and meditatoodiffuse her writings by publication and
draw souls to Christ Our Lord and Saviour.

One of the strongest elements in these messagle gravity of the divisions between churches
and the urgency of the work for unity of the Chumhd the importance of the Ecumenical
movement.
