Other Beth Myriam’s included, but not pictured are: 
 
BM, Bethlehem, Holy Land: 150 families are distributed food once a 
month. Financial assistance for the education of children is also pro-
vided 
 
BM, Dasmarinas, Philippines:  40 children are fed daily.  In addition, 
medical care and clothing are provided. 
 
BM, Bangladesh, India:  Children attend a 6 classroom school and an 
English class. After school, children receive milk, biscuits, medical care 
& clothing. 
 
BM, Guatire, Venezuela:  80-120 meals/day are served.  Reading and 
writing are taught, while free medical care is provided by volunteer doc-
tors. 
 
BM, San Cristobal, Venezuela:  25 hot meals served every  Monday and 
Wednesday: 5-10 homeless people are sheltered. 
 
BM, Joinville, Brazil: 16 TLIG volunteers take turns preparing 110-140 
meals daily. 
 
BM, Tamaulipas, Mexico: 50-100 meals are provided to 5 hospitals per 
week. 
 
BM, Puebla, Mexico: 50 meals and medical assistance are provided 
Monday to Friday.
